WHEREAS Council for the Corporation of the Town of Latchford
has only recently become aware of the passing of Bill 23, Ministry
of Health and Long-Term Care Statute Law Amendment Act, as
introduced to the House on November 30th, 1999,

unfortunate accident, either directly or indirectly,

AND WHEREAS Bill 23, was literally pushed through the
legislature with only 11 hours and 53 minutes of debate with the
opportunity for public input being denied,

AND WHEREAS it should be obvious that there are grey areas in
the legislation when Health Minister, the Honourable Elizabeth
Witmer is not sure how certain powers of the legislation will be
used,

THEREFORE Council for the Corporation of the Town of Latchford
respectfully request the Honourable Mike Harris, Premier of Ontario
to implement a review of this legislation allocating enough time to
allow for public and professional input,

AND FURTHER that this resolution be forwarded to the
Association of Municipalities of Ontario.
