AND WHEREAS the Committee recommends that the firm of Cumming
Cockburn Limited be issued a letter of intent that they be retained
for the amount of $275,800.00 to complete the approvals, designs
and documents, etc., needed in order to proceed with the calling of
tenders for the construction of the dam,

matters must be obtained immediately, so as to ensure an early
