That Council for the Corporation of the Town of Latchford support the resolution as
passed by the Corporation of the Township of St. Joseph, requesting the Province of Ontario to
re-establish the Ministry of the Environment Laboratory Facilities and provide water testing
services for municipal water treatment plants at no cost to the municipalities.

Whereas Council for the Corporation of the Town of Latchford is in receipt of the letter
from the Town of Haileybury relative to the restructuring initiative for this area.

And whereas this Council is of the understanding that the original ad-hoc restructuring
committee was to review the information gathered by the Clerk-Administrators of all
municipalities participating.

Therefore be it resolved this Council wishes to express its concern that common courtesy
was not used in reaching the decision that has resulted in reducing the participating

municipalities from 15 to S.

And further, that this resolution be circulated to all municipalities that participated in the
original committee.

4, Moved by Councillor Joyce Hunt, Seconded by Councillor Wayne Humphries.

Whereas Council for the Corporation of the Town of Latchford received with concern
news of the proposed divestiture of the various divisions of the Ontario Northland Transportation
Commission.

And while this Council views with considerable concern any change in status of the
present Commissions mandate, we have an even greater concern with the potential disposition of
ONTC assets within the Town of Latchford.

And as the Town of Latchford was created by the then Temiskaming and Northern
Ontario Railway it has resulted in excessive amount of land within the present Town still under

the ownership of the ONTC (195 acres of a total  acres.)

Therefore this Council requests that all property presently under title to the ONTC within
the Town of Latchford, but not required for railroad purposes, be transferred to this Town.
